Landscaping project completed to beautify townhomes
The landscape project within

the townhomes has been

completed.

Finally!!

Our final walk-through with

vendor FieldStone was

completed in early December. A

“punch list” was created to track

the loose-end activities that come

with every project of this size and

complexity, to ensure the vendor

addresses each one before final

payment is made.

We are very excited with the

changes to our community and

are looking forward to seeing the

results over the next 1-3 years as

the plants become established

and grow. Fieldstone and the

HOA Board will monitor the

landscape project to ensure that we receive the expected results.

We have received a few calls and emails about installed

plants that appear to be dead or dying. Please keep those calls

and letters coming. They will be replaced. With the hundreds

(actually multiple thousands) of plants installed, there will

always be a percentage of the plants that die off at, or following,

installation. Be assured that the plant

materials come with a one-year

warranty. Further, the installation

contractor is also our landscape

maintenance company. So, they have

a vested interest in seeing that their

installation thrives.

There are also locations around the

community where breaks in the new

irrigation lines have been identified. If

you see pooling of water in low-lying

areas when the sprinklers are on,

please notify Rizzetta & Co. of the

location so we can have FieldStone get

them fixed quickly.

Residents … please do not put

previously-installed landscaping or

decorative materials anywhere within

the new landscape areas in the front of

your unit. You can use the area that is deeded to you behind

your home for placement of previously-installed landscaping

and/or decorative materials.

We also want to thank the contractor – FieldStone – for their

partnership in executing the landscaping project. The feedback

we received from residents and owners was that FieldStone’s

workers were attentive and responsive to requests when it was

within their power to do so. And, they finished the bulk of the

work by Thanksgiving – as promised. We on the Board didn’t

think it possible.

So hats off to the FieldStone team. We look forward to the

work they will be doing in the future to keep our community

looking fresh and welcoming. �

Additions and modifications to buildings or property
A reminder: Any modification to the exterior of a building or

the property surrounding it requires that an application be

submitted to the HOA Design Review Board. This applies to

satellite TV dishes, storm doors, screen houses, concrete patios,

etc. This is only a partial list, but it is intended to get your

wheels turning. They key words are “any modification”.

Failure to go through the DRB permitting process can

result, at the very least, in an order to remove the improvement

and a requirement to return the property to its original state –

at your cost. Any modification found that has not gone through

the design review process is subject to the penalties, regardless

of when the improvement occurred.

The purpose of the Design Review Board is to protect your

investment here in Straiton. There may be no question in your

mind that the improvement you want to make is tasteful and

consistent with the design and flavor of the community at large.

But, how about the one up the street? It is the DRB’s role to

ensure consistency with our rules in the improvements made

by both you and your neighbors.

In order to maintain the integrity of the community and

consistency with its design we need this oversight. It is in the

interest of us all. �
